Exercises

The exercises were chosen as representative of real-life web-pages.

Exercise 1: A Straight-forward HTML file

This file was produced as output from a ‘Save as HTML’ command from a word-processor.

View it with the browser, to see what the defaults look like.

Create a CSS file called practical1.css, and edit the HTML file to use it.

Make the following changes to the presentation:

<em> elements should have a yellow background

Headings should be in a sans-serif font

Look at the results.

Now make the presentation white text on blue.

What colours are aqua, fuschia and teal?

What do the generic fonts look like?

Are there maximum and minimum font sizes?

Exercise 2: A well fabricated, hand-generated HTML file

Take a look at the document. Change the existing link to a style sheet to one of your own.

Indent all text except for headings by some amount

Limit the width of the page to some length (note: bug in IE 5)

Make the headings white on blue, and right align them

Now make a stylesheet where only the headings are visible, and indented according to their depth (h1, h2, etc)

Reminder hint: you can’t ‘switch off’ visibility on <body>, and switch it back on for headings. You have to be explicit for every type of element whether it should be visible or not.

Exercise 3: An Online Journal

Here is a document formatted with GIFs for text, and a lot of hand-coding. 

Here is a version where everything has been encoded with text. Now create a style sheet to make it look as much as possible like the first one.

Hint: this doesn’t use ‘float’.

Hint: use ‘width’ and negative margins on the title and author.
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Exercise 4: An XML document

Take this document and create a suitable style sheet…

Even though it is an XHTML document, you should put an XML link to the style sheet at the start of the file, not an HTML-style link in the <head>.
